Abstract: Based on the historical background and social context of sports publicity, this article puts forward the concept of

sports publicity in the period of the New Democratic Revolution, and divides the development process of sports publicity in

this period into three stages: the initial stage of sports publicity concept, the development stage of sports publicity practice and

the formation stage of sports publicity mechanism. The research indicates that the Communist Party of China attaches great

importance to sports publicity, and the publicity of sports concept is integrated with the publicity of sports action during the

New Democratic Revolution when the adoption of mass line and the use of various ways and means of sports publicity are

found to be the main experience. Sports publicity during this period mobilized Chinese people to exercise most extensively,

inspired people to defend their homes, consolidated the consensus of the military-civilian revolution, served the revolution and

the resistance against Japan, which laid the foundation for sports publicity after the founding of New China.
